Introductory Course to Ocean Drilling 
Sciences & Paleoclimate

The 6th Summerschool of the USSP consortium will be structured in two parts. The first part (July15-21) 
will be on Ocean Drilling Sciences with a main focus on the stratigraphy and sedimentology of deep-sea 
sediments as paleoclimate archives. The second part of the course (July 23 - August 5) discusses past 
climates variability and dynamics of Cretaceous and Cenozoic climates at different time scales and seeks 
to integrate lectures on the many different areas of paleoclimatology including biogeochemical cycling, 
paleoceanography and climate models. 

Interactive discussions of case-studies (e.g. black shale deposition and carbon cycling including 
Cretaceous Oceanic Anoxic Events, Paleocene-Eocene hyperthermals, the  Eocene-Oligocene transi-
tion, glacial cycles and millenian-scale variability) in classes, practicals and in the field will provide par-
ticipants with an advanced working knowledge on the paleobiological and geochemical proxy data 
and their use in the reconstruction and modelling of past climates.
